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Abstract: The article aims to emphasize the importance of the listening
breadth instruction and introduces a website development project in this
regard. Since the most of Chinese people speak Mandarin with certain
accent, it’s necessary to widen learners’ Mandarin listening breadth and
include accented voice materials in order to enhance learners’
communication ability. Based on the idea, the researcher has developed a
website with various teaching/learning functions for listening. Over 600
voice files crossing 16 kinds of Mandarin accents are recorded and
showed in the website.
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
